 XE "Absences" ATTENDANCE

 XE "Attendance" 

 XE "Consequences:Major" I MISS SCHOOL  --  I MISS OUT

I understand that attendance affects what I learn at school.  I know it is essential to attend regularly and to be on time to every class.  The only time I will be out of class is when I have a teacher’s specific permission.  When it is necessary for me to miss school for a legitimate reason, I must be excused by a written note from my parent(s).  All absences will be considered unexcused until a note is received.

If I must leave school early, I will show my teacher a note from my parent, and get a Check-Out Pass from my teacher.  When I have all the necessary signatures, I will take it to the school secretary and sign out at the office before I leave.  

At lunchtime I may not leave the campus unless specific arrangements are made with my teacher for my parent to accompany me.  I will bring a note signed by my parent and will use the checkout procedure.  I will be back on time for math class.
If I become sick at school, before I call my parent, I will ask my teacher to excuse me to go to the office with a Hall Pass.  I will explain my problem to the secretary, then she and my parent will determine if I am to go to the sick room, go back to class, or go home.  If I am to go home, I will get a Check-Out Pass, signed by all my teachers, and give it to the secretary before I leave.

 XE "Consequences:Major" MISSING IN ACTION

Unexcused absences, such as skipping class, will earn me a conference with my parent(s), principal, and teachers.  These people care about seeing my smiling face in class and want me at school on a daily basis.  It is important for me to understand the following procedures regarding my attendance.

If I come to school after announcements are finished, I will report to the office for a Tardy Pass before I go to class.  I will take the Tardy Pass to my homeroom teacher.

Late for skiing?  Never!  Late for your own birthday party?  Not!  Late for the opening comments on fractions in math class?  Negative!  Late for Shakespeare in Language Arts?  What a tragedy!  I WILL BE ON TIME!  That means I will be sitting on my chair, with my supplies, and ready for class to begin when the bell rings.  
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            ROUTINES
 XE "Visitors" FRIENDS AND FAMILY

All visitors must report to the office upon arriving at school.  Parents are welcome in classes any time; all other classroom visitors—including my cousin or friend from another school—need to be pre-approved and pre-arranged, with the teachers and administration at least one day in advance of the planned visit.  Only Rogers School students are allowed on school grounds during school hours, unless prior arrangements are made.  
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 XE "Audio-Visual devices" 

 XE "Games" DON’T TUNE OUT MY EDUCATION

I understand that the primary focus at Rogers Junior High is to create a positive and productive learning atmosphere.  Because we work together to achieve this climate, I recognize that equipment such as cell phones, iPods, MP3 players, computer games, DVD and CD players, or any device used to listen to music or watch videos, and card games may not be used on our campus or during school-sponsored activities.  I will not share my music or videos with other students at school.  I further understand that if I bring these items to school, I will use them only off campus, and keep them in my locker during the school day.  When I follow these guidelines, I will practice the 3 S’s.
1. 
Safety.  When my ears are plugged, I may not hear instructions or imminent danger.

2.
Socializing.  When I’m listening to my own music, or talking to others on my phone, I am not practicing socializing skills with my fellow students.

3.
Status.  When others see the great gadgets my rich great aunt gave me, they may feel jealous.

Cameras, cell phones and other electronics may be used before or after school, but must be turned off and kept in my locker during the school day.  I know if I use any of this equipment during school, it will be confiscated.  I will need to have my parent come to school to redeem it.  If it happens again, the item will remain in teacher custody until the end of the school year.  I know I may use a calculator when allowed by the math teacher as long as I am using it appropriately.
 XE "Lockers" 

 XE "Personal items" MY STUFF—MAYBE?
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I will keep my backpack and other belongings in my locker and keep my locker locked.  Nothing is to be left in the hall, in the bathroom or in a classroom.  I realize that my locker is the property of the school and, under certain circumstances, it may be inspected by school authorities.  I will use only my assigned locker and keep the combination a secret. I will be financially responsible for any damage to my lock or locker.


When there exists reasonable suspicion that a student possesses forbidden material, a teacher may search the clothing of a student of the same gender.  The student’s parents will be notified prior to the search.  If the parent does not want his/her child to be searched, he/she will be asked to come to the school immediately for a conference with the principal. The student in question will remain in the office until the time of the conference.
 XE "Phones" Phones & ME
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My after-school activities will be cleared by my parent/s before I come to school; the school phones are not for arranging my social life.  School phones may be used with teacher permission in an emergency.  Cell phones are not to be used during the school day.  If I bring one to school, I know it must be turned off and left in my locker during the school day.  If I bring my cell phone to class, I know the teacher may confiscate it and my parent will need to pick it up.  The second time a teacher finds my cell phone in the classroom it could be confiscated for the rest of the school year.
 XE "Illness" TLC AND WARM SOUP
If I am really sick, my bed at home is what I should pick.  If I am at school feeling sick and low, the school secretary’s office is the place to go with permission of my teacher.  If I need to use medication at school, I will take all medication to the secretary with the proper medication form signed by my parent(s), and/or physician.  The original container and specific directions will be kept in the office.  If I am hurt at school, I will immediately report the accident to an adult.

 XE "Transportation:Bus and car" WILD THING AND VANISHING VEHICLES
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I have the privilege of utilizing the transportation services of this school.  If I do not follow the rules on the bus or in private cars, that privilege can be taken away or I may experience other consequences.  The rules are:


1.  I will remain seated, facing the front, with my bottom on the seat, while traveling.  I will not get up; this way if the bus stops or turns suddenly I will be safely seated.


2.
I will not open the windows.  If it gets hot, I will ask the driver to turn on the air conditioner.

I will wait until the bus has completely stopped before getting out of my seat.

When it is time to leave the bus, we will be dismissed one row at a time starting at the front of the bus.


5.
When waiting for the bus, I will stand at least three feet away from the curb or street.

I will wait until the bus has stopped, the driver has opened the door, and my teacher tells me it is time before going to the bus.

When I get off the bus, I will wait with the rest of the class until everyone is off the bus and the teacher tells me where to go.

My school recognizes that some of us rely on bicycles, in-line skates, scooters, or skateboards as a means of transportation to and from school. The bicycle rack area is off-limits during the school day.  Scooters, skateboards and in-line skates will be locked in my locker or teacher-designated area during school hours.  I will not leave them in the halls or ride them inside the building.
 XE "Lost and found" MY FATHER WANTS ME TO FIND IT

It is my responsibility to keep track of my belongings.  I know that my backpack is not allowed in classrooms or on the floor in the hall. If I leave things in the halls or classrooms, they may be placed in the lost and found cupboard under the junior high display case.  I need to check there if I have misplaced my belongings.  Any items not claimed will be donated to a worthy organization.
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 XE "Counseling" DEAR ABBY:  HELP!

Getting picked on?  Grades down?  Parents don’t understand?  Feeling like hurting myself or others?  I’ll see the counselor!  She is the most caring person in the whole, wide world.  The counselor will listen to my concerns, explore solutions with me, and help me get back on my feet.  If I get behind in my schoolwork, my teacher may refer me to the counselor to discuss what might be keeping me from doing my best.  My teachers, counselor, and principal will gladly take time to pray with me about my concerns and needs.  Nothing is too small to bring to Jesus.

 XE "Hanging around" WHERE TO BE OR NOT TO BE 

The junior high area opens for students at 7:45 A. M.  I understand we have a closed campus and I will remain on the school grounds during the school day, including lunchtime.  At dismissal, I will check out with the appropriate teacher and leave the building and grounds at 3:00 unless I have arranged with a teacher to stay later.  If I need to wait longer than 3:15, I will check in with the after-school care supervisor.

I will stay in the junior high areas during school hours.    During recess or other breaks, I may be in the junior high hallway, unlocked classrooms, or on the playground in the junior-high supervised areas. If I am involved in a team sport, I will use either the basketball courts or one of the playing fields.  If I’m not participating in an organized game, I will remain in a junior high supervised area.  Equipment for active games is to be used only on the playground.  I will listen for the bells and return to the building when the 1st bell rings, or when the supervisor tells me it is time to go in.

I know that standing in line at lunch or at other times is part of the Rogers scene.  The rule is no cuts or saving places.  Only my body saves my place, but I could give the gift of going ahead of me to someone behind me!

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I will demonstrate good table manners and will clean up after myself.  Belching is rude, and is something I won’t do. I will stay in junior high designated areas during lunch time. EIGHTH GRADE TRIP

For our eighth grade trip in April we will go to Mt. Bachelor and Bend, Oregon.  This trip is an integral part of the school program, including spiritual, physical, social and mental activities.  All eighth graders are expected to attend.  Before I leave on the trip all of my work will be completed to the best of my ability.  Throughout the year I will demonstrate that I can manage myself, be respectful and cooperate with other students, parents and teachers. The cost will be about $230 depending on which activities I choose.  As a mature eighth grader, I will talk with my parents about raising the money to pay for this trip myself. GRADUATION

(Eighth graders take off their robes and return them after the ceremony before going to the reception.)   If I am a boy I will wear a tie and dark dress shoes.  Graduation attire is expected to fit the Rogers School dress code.  The style and fabric should be appropriate for church not a prom.  Spaghetti straps, low necklines, bare midriffs, or otherwise revealing outfits are not allowed.  Graduation clothes for the girls need to be approved by the teachers by May 15.  The graduation fee, about $65, covers flowers, musicians, programs, reception, etc.

Seventh graders will march in and sit together in the front of the church.  At the end of the service, the principal will introduce them as the new eighth grade class.  Church attire and dress shoes (non-athletic) are appropriate for this event.

 XE "Consequences:Minor" Minor Irritations—I Need to Fix These 

Rogers Junior High uses a point system to help me stay on task.  When I have earned a total of three points, I will serve lunch detention. If I skip lunch detention, I know my points will double.  Failure to serve lunch detention could result in In-School Suspension (ISS).  If I still need help managing myself, I will receive special attention from my principal, my teachers, the counselor, and/or my parents.

Rogers Adventist School Acceptable Use Policy

For Internet and Computer Network Operation


1.
Internet access and use of computers are privileges, not rights, and are provided for approved educational purposes only.  Any use must conform to Rogers School policies as well as state and federal laws.  Internet access is provided as an instructional tool rather than a personal forum, and since the school is a Christian school, it is expected that users will uphold Christian standards of honesty, integrity, and ethics, and not use the access to demean, defame, or denigrate others for race, religion, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, handicap, gender, or other reasons.


2.
Use of the system to develop or operate programs that harass other users or gain unauthorized access to any computer or computing system and/or damage the components of a computer or computing system is prohibited.  


3.
Use of the system to access, download, store, or distribute hacker-type, obscene, pornographic, illegal, defamatory, inaccurate, violent, or offensive material is prohibited.  While Rogers School uses a filtering service, it is a finite barrier.  It is possible for students to access sites via the Internet that may contain material that is illegal, defamatory, inaccurate or potentially offensive to some people.  If a student accidentally finds her or himself at an inappropriate or uncomfortable site, the student should minimize the offending material immediately, and then notify the teacher about the problem.  Students may not visit chat rooms without prior permission from the teacher for each visit.  Students may not use personal disks or other storage devices, or download unapproved material from private parties without specific teacher permission each time.


4.
System accounts are to be used only by the authorized owner of the account for approved purposes.  Users may not share their account password with anyone, may not allow others to use their account, nor leave an open file or session unattended or unsupervised.  Account owners are ultimately responsible for all activity on their account.  Network storage areas may be treated like school lockers. These files and communications can and will be reviewed to help maintain integrity and ensure responsible use.  Students may not disable or erase monitoring systems or records.  Communications may not be encrypted so as to avoid security review.


5.
Users shall not seek information, obtain copies of, or modify files, other data, or passwords belonging to other users.  Operators may not misrepresent other users on the system, or attempt to gain unauthorized access to the system.  Re-posting (forwarding) personal communication without the author's prior consent is unethical.   


6.
Students should never reveal personal information such as last names, addresses and/or telephone numbers without specific permission from their teacher each time.  Students should never make appointments to meet Internet acquaintances in person without teacher and parental permission.  


7.
Students needing to use e-mail for assignments, are to ask the teacher for specific permission prior to each use.  No other use of e-mail at school is allowed. 


8.
When researching material, students should take notes rather than printing out information.  In case of accidental printing of lengthy articles, students should notify the lab teacher immediately.  Unauthorized printing may result in a fine; the student can expect a minimum charge of $5.00.


9.
No person shall access the system without having received proper training.  A current, signed Individual User Release Form also must be completed and on file with the school.

10.

No person shall willfully engage in conduct or behavior that is contrary to the school’s Christian principles and which demeans, disrespects, harasses or threatens anyone.  This includes, but is not limited to, the use of a web page, chat rooms, social networking sites, other Internet uses or e-mail to engage in such behavior either at school or off campus.
Individual User Release Form

I have read and understand the Rogers Adventist School Acceptable Use Policy for Internet and Computer Networks.  I agree to comply with this policy, and to conduct myself as if my mother and the principal were sitting on either side of me.  If I follow the rules, I may use the computers and Internet.  I know that if I choose to disregard the policy, computer access will be denied.  Additional consequences, including suspension or expulsion from school may also occur.
